In consideration of an additional premium of .................. it is hereby understood and 
agreed that notwithstanding anything contained herein to the contrary, the landing and 
taking off of the insured Aircraft by day on landing grounds other than duly licensed airfields 
is covered under the Policy subject however to each such landing ground having been 
previously surveyed from the ground by the Insured and by the pilot using the landing 
ground, and from the air by the same pilot immediately prior to landing, and subject to 
previous permission having been obtained from the owner and/or tenant of the land. 

 

In the event of a claim being made under the Policy in respect of an accident occurring 
during the use of any such landing ground the onus of proving its suitability as such and that 
it had been surveyed from the ground and from the air, as provided above, shall rest entirely 
on the Insured. 
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
